When walking around the plaza in Old Mesilla, you may not be aware of the spirits, or fantasmas, that are also walking amongst you.  

With a history as rich and unique as Mesilla’s it is not surprising that several ghost stories accompany just about every building in the small town. 

Preciliana Sandoval heads the La Morena tours, which take you on a journey through Mesilla as she tells you the stories behind the different spirits, and where you might encounter them. 

One story takes place at La Posta, a popular Mexican food restaurant. 

The ghost of La Posta is a young Chinese man who worked at the restaurant when it was the Corn Exchange Hotel. While there, he was accused of raping one of the women in Mesilla. When the young girl’s father got word of this, he drug the young man out into the plaza and gave him a necktie party. A month passed and the girl recanted and told her father that she was really in love with a Mexican soldier and that the young Chinese boy didn’t rape her. The poor boy had been hung for nothing, and lives on as the ghost of La Posta. 
Sandoval says the ghost is not a mean one, but does enjoy playing pranks on those that dine at the restaurant. 

“If someone is tugging on your shoulder, it’s not your server. If someone is -taking-- bar glasses off the bar, you haven’t’ had too much tequila. But if you see chairs being scooted across the room or your watch changing time right before your eyes it’s not your server, it’s that ghost. Enjoy La Posta.”
